Reasons Supporting This Determination:
(See 617 7(a)-(c) for requirements of this determination , see 617 7(d) for Conditioned Negative Declaration)

As indicated above, this extension is administrative in nature, adjusting the allocation of existing treatment capacity
At the Harnman Plant between the Towns of Chester and Blooming Grove and the Orange County Sewer District No. 1.
This administrative adjustment will not result in the construction of any new infrastructure or new capacity at the Harriman
Plant, nor is there any immediate use for sewer treatment at the property, since the property is currently essentially vacant,
except for certain county uses that do not require any (other than de minimus) need for sewage treatment.

Although the extension is purely administrative in nature, even if it were considered part of a larger action involving
the development of the parcels, any examination of the development impacts will be fully considered when applications for
the development proposal are submitted. The County has signed a purchase and sale agreement with Mountco
Construction and Development Corp. pursuant to which Mountco has proposed, and is currently in the process of obtaining,
approvals for a mixed use development of the site. As part of the approval process, Mountco is conducting a full
environmental review, has completed a long form EAF and a scoping document, both of which address the full range of
potential environmentalimpacts resulting from development of the parcels,

RESOLUTION NO. 93 OF 2010

RESOLUTION CALLING FOR A PUBLIC HEARING IN RELATION TO THE
PROPOSED ESTABLISHMENT OF EXTENSION NO. 1 TO ORANGE COUNTY SEWER
DISTRICT NO. 1.

WHEREAS, an Order establishing a part-county sewer district, Orange County Sewer
District No. 1 (OCSD #1) was adopted by the Orange County Board of Supervisors by
Resolution No. 38 of 1970; and

WHEREAS, Article 5-A of the New York State County Law authorizes the establishment
of extensions to county sewer districts; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Article 5-A of the County Law, the Administrative Head of OCSD
#1 has prepared maps and plans showing a proposed extension to OCSD#1 to certain lands
owned by the County of Orange, located in the Towns of Chester and Blooming Grove, and the
Village of Chester, which lands are formerly known as Camp LaGuardia and which are more
particularly described in the attached Schedule A (“the Property”); and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Article 5-A of the County Law, a report and recommendation
has been prepared by the Administrative Head of OCSD#1 and presented to this Legislature,
recommending that the Legislature create an extension to OCSD# 1 to include the Property, to
be known as Extension No. 1 to OCSD#1 and said maps, plans,report and recommendation
have been accepted by this Legislature subject to final approval of the extension following a
public hearing thereon; and '

WHEREAS, it is now desired to call a public hearing pursuant to Section 254 of the New
York County Law upon the proposal to create and extension to OCSD#1.

NOW THEREFORE, it is hereby
RESOLVED by the Legislature of the County of Orange, New York, as follows:

1. A meeting of said Legislature shall be held at the Legislative Chambers in the
Orange County Government Center located at 255 Main St., Goshen, New York on the 25th day
of May, 2010 at 7:00 o’clock p.m. for the purpose of conducting a public hearing on the
aforesaid proposal to establish an extension to Orange County Sewer District No. 1 comprising
an area located in the Towns of Chester, Blooming Grove and the Village of Chester, as
described in the aforesaid maps and plans, and as hereinafter set forth, and for such further
action on the part of said Legislature in relation to said proposed extension as may be required
by law or proper to the premises.



2. The Clerk of the Legislature is hereby authorized and directed to cause a notice of
said public hearing to be published once in each of the official newspapers of said County, said
publication to be made in each of such newspapers not less than ten nor more than twenty
days before the day set herein for such public hearing. Said notice shall be in substantially the
following form, to wit:

PLEASE TAKE NOTICE that the Legislature of the County of Orange, New York, will
meet at the Legislative Chambers in the Orange County Government Center located at 255 Main
St., Goshen, New York on the 25th day of May, 2010 at 7:00 o’clock p.m. for the purpose of
conducting a public hearing on the aforesaid proposal to establish an extension (Extension No.
1) to Orange County Sewer District No. 1 comprising an area located in the Towns of Chester,
Blooming Grove and the Village of Chester, as described in the maps, plans, report and
recommendation transmitted to said Legislature and filed with the Clerk of the Legislature and
as hereinafter set forth, at which time and place said Legislature will consider such proposal and
hear all parties interested therein, concerning same.

It is proposed that such extension to Orange County Sewer District No. 1 shall comprise
an area in the Towns of Chester and Blooming Grove and the Village of Chester, more
particularly bounded and described in the attached Schedule A.

There are no improvements proposed for said extension as the lands therein are already
connected to the facilities of Orange County Sewer District No. 1 as described in the said maps,
plans, report and recommendation. The expense of establishing the proposed extension and
the cost of operation and maintenance, if any, will be a charge against the properties to be
included within said extension.
